· Must have and maintain at least a 2.0 GPA and no first semester grade lower than a C.  Any semester grades lower than a C, must be accompanied with a note from the teacher stating the current status in that class.
· Must have all required paperwork turned in by March 18th, 2021 at 2:30 pm. 
· Must successfully complete tryout process.
· Must be in good standing with faculty and administration.
· Must have no outstanding financial balance owed to PKY.
· Must be available to attend afternoon practices and games. 
· Must commit to the entire season.

I realize that it is a privilege for my child to represent PK Yonge as a cheerleader.  As a parent/guardian, I agree to encourage and support my child to behave in a manner that will be a credit to the school.  Any inappropriate behavior (dishonesty, swearing, use of tobacco, alcohol, drugs, or any violations of the cheerleader constitution and student code of conduct) will not be tolerated.  Inappropriate behavior will cause suspension or expulsion from the squad.

I understand that by the very nature of the activity, cheerleading and gymnastics carry risk of physical injury.  No matter how careful the participant and coach are, how many spotters are used, or what landing surface is used, the risk cannot be eliminated.
